Horizon Europe (2021-2027) is the 9th European Union
Framework Programme for Research and Innovation. It is the
biggest and most ambitious programme of its kind ever with a
budget of over €95 billion. The 5 defined missions are related to
cancer, carbon-neutral cities, climate change, oceans and waters,
and soil health.

Our researchers can participate in Pillar-Il consortiums and
receive funding. However, we cannot lead Horizon Europe
grants. Applications should be submitted by a Member State or
an Associated Country.

The application form will have two parts: Part A contains
administrative information about the applicant organisations,
the summarised budget for the Proposal and call-specific
questions and Part B contains the technical description of the
project. The Proposal should be designed to stay as close as
possible to the award criteria and highlight the technology
readiness and social readiness levels.

The applications are evaluated based on Excellence, Impact, and
Quality and efficiency of the implementation. Table 1 specifies
the evaluation criteria in detail. Some of the impacts are defined
in Figure 1.

The horizon Europe emphasises open science practices,
including early and open sharing of research, research output
management, reproducibility of research outputs, open access
to research outputs, and involving all relevant knowledge actors.
It is important to deposit research outputs in trusted
repositories.

Introduction to MATLAB for Biologists

The University Research Council (URC) had organized
a virtual training programme on “Introduction to
MATLAB for Biologists" on 28th of September 2021 via
Zoom. This training was targeted at the university
community. The webinar was conducted by Dr. Nalin
Harischandra from the Department of Electrical &
Electronic Engineering, Faculty of Engineering,
University of Peradeniya. The objective of this virtual
programme is to give an introduction to MATLAB for
those who do research/teaching on biological
sciences. The session took the participants through
the basics of MATLAB as well as providing insight into
how to use the Toolboxes in the tutorial session. The
webinar was attended by nearly 140 participants.

Google Scholar: A more democratic space?

There is a debate going on within the academic circles about the pros and
cons of the Google Scholar web search engine that indexes full text or
metadata of scholarly literature compared to the curated databases of
published and peer-reviewed content selected according to certain
standards. As a long-term google scholar user, | would like to point out
certain advantages of using google scholar from my own experience.

Google scholar engine is backed up by the search giant Google thus providing
greater flexibility in extracting and providing information. Google scholar is
fast and easy to use and researchers can increase their visibility by setting
up a profile there far better than in any other platform. A google scholar
user profile can give a good amount of useful information about the owner of
the profile such as published work, citations of those work breakdown by
year, and other performances matrices. Full access to google scholar is free
whereas in the case of curated databases full access needs a subscription.

Some consider a greater volume of sometimes non-peer-reviewed literature
displayed by the scholar as a weakness. But, as a researcher in the area of
science and technology, | consider that an advantage as our sources of
information is not limited to peer-reviewed scientific publications.

While the peer-reviewed publication process ensures to a greater extent the
quality of the work it is not without its’ biases and could filter out worthy
research outputs from time to time. The fact that google scholar indexes
publications that are not peer-reviewed such as what is in the arXiv allow
other researchers to cite those work before if ever, they appear on peer-
reviewed publications. This helps researchers who are doing cutting-edge
research in the areas that are still in the development stage a great deal.
Some researchers only publish their work as preprints. Google Scholar helps
those works to be refereed and cited. One famous example is Gregory
Perelman publishing his famous proof of Poincare Conjecture only on arXiv.

Finally, there are pros and cons of both sides of the argument. But it is well
worth using google scholar while knowing its limitations.
